
• Approximately 70 adolescents under
the age of 18 die in work related inju-
ries every year .

• Every year, 200,000 workers between
14-17 years old have sustained work
related injuries with 64,000 requiring
emergency room treatment.

• Ask about specific duties of the
job such as:

-Closing alone
-Lifting
-Moving items
