FAQs about the Military: 
 How old/young do you have to be to 

join? 17 (with parental consent) up to 42 years old. 

 Do you need to have a high school diploma? Yes. A high school di-
ploma is required. 

 What is the base pay? From $1295/mo (<4 months of service) to 
$18,061/mo (38+ years of service). Pay is determined by length 
of service and position/rank. 

 Do you have to take a test? You must pass the ASVAB (Armed 
Services Vocational Aptitude Battery), a medical exam, and un-
dergo a moral character standards review. 

 Do you have to be a U.S. Citizen? You must be a U.S. Citizen or an 
immigrant alien legally admitted to the U.S. for permanent resi-
dence with immigration and naturalization documents. 

 Does the military provide a place to live? Yes, the military provides 
a place to live or a housing allowance, food or a food allowance, 
and base pay. 

 How long is the commitment? There is an 8 year commitment. No 
more than six years of active duty is required. The remaining 
time is spent in Reserves or IRR (Individual Ready Reserves). 

 If you take the ASVAB are you committed to the Military? No, you 
must actually sign a contract to be committed.  

 What careers does the Military offer? There are hundreds of ca-
reer options in the Military. Check out the websites for each 
branch of the Military for more information.
